Principles) and PHY 1623 (General Physics 1), MAT 1093 (Precalculus) is recommended.

Course Outline: "Fundamental properties and processes in living systems. Concurrent enrollment in BIO 3422 is
recommended.” (p. 342 UTSA Undergraduate Catalog). Key concepts of physiology will be described and their application
in relation to endocrinology, neurophysiology, autonomic function, muscle mechanics, cardiovascular, respiratory and
renal physiology will be discussed.
